Vendors will also be required to complete a Leek Auctions green Sheep Movement form declaring that there
have been no movements of susceptible livestock onto the holding in the 6 days prior to the date of consignment
to the market. These forms should travel with the sheep.

Persons attending the market are advised under the Animal Gatherings Order 2004 that if their clothing becomes
contaminated with faecal matter whilst in the sheep penning and sale area they will be required to cleanse and
disinfect before leaving.

IT IS THEREFORE ADVISABLE TO WEAR WATERPROOF LEGGINGS AND RUBBER BOOTS TO
PROTECT YOUR OUTER CLOTHING.

Please also ensure that your vehicle and trailer are clean prior to loading your stock.
